believe God desperately does not want
to judge the United States. The Lord
takes no pleasure in judging any nation,
and though many might disagree, I believe
there is a special calling on America. The
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“Return to your Calling”

U.S. is unique in so many ways. We are a
country that broke away from an oppres-

sive king to create, what I believe to be, the
greatest democracy in history. Just as Israel
has a calling—and I believe every nation
has a calling—America has a calling.

You have probably never heard of
Alexis de Tocqueville. He was a French
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sociologist and political theorist who was
sent to America in the early 1800s and be-
came obsessed with why this burgeoning
new democracy was working so well. He
documented his study in a widely quoted
book “Democracy in America” (1835).

In a nutshell, his conclusion was free-
dom and equality:
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“Democracy extends the sphere
of individual freedom, socialism
restricts it. Democracy attaches all
possible value to each man; social-
ism makes each man a mere agent,
a mere number. Democracy and
socialism have nothing in common
but one word: equality. But notice
the difference: while democracy
seeks equality in liberty, socialism
seeks equality in restraint and ser-
vitude.”

This was the beauty that was America.

We were once the world’s leader. We
have inspired other democracies. We stood
up to the enemy in WWI. We defeated Hit-
ler in WWIIL. We acknowledged and chal-
lenged the Cold War. And we overcame
9/11 to take on Radical Islam—at least for
a while.

God raised up the U.S. at a unique time
in world history to keep order. Our coun-
try was founded on a covenant with God!
Our Declaration of Independence and
Constitution have endured to insure free-
dom for every U.S. citizen.

The artist Jon McNaughton writes:

On July 4, 1776, the Declaration
of Independence was signed. It had
no less than five references to God.
The third reference states, “We hold
these truths to be self-evident, that all
men are created equal, that they are
endowed by their Creator with certain
unalienable Rights.”

Those who represented our future
nation specifically point to God as the
giver of our rights. The fifth mention
of God is in the last paragraph where it
states, “And for the support of this Dec-
laration, with a firm reliance on the pro-
tection of Divine Providence, we mutu-
ally pledge to each other our Lives, our
Fortunes, and our sacred Honor.”

We all know the seven most famous
words of Patrick Henry, but read the
whole quote:

“An appeal to arms and the God of
hosts is all that is left us. But we shall
not fight our battle alone. There is a just
God that presides over the destinies
of nations. The battle sir, is not of the
strong alone. Is life so dear or peace so
sweet as to be purchased at the price of
chains and slavery? Forbid it Almighty
God. 1 know not what course others
may take, but as for me, GIVE ME

president now! If only the next
president would be a praying
president! If only...

LIBERTY, OR GIVE ME DEATH!”

Once a colonist, Isaac Potts, who had
sided with the British, caught George
Washington crying out to God for victory
in the midst of the war. “*Such a prayer
I never heard from the lips of man. I left
him alone praying.” Potts felt the power
of this prayer and ran home and told his
wife, “We’re on the side of George Wash-
ington. I’m changing, I’'m changing sides
because we’re going to win this.”

When Washington was trapped and
all seemed lost, he told his men that they
would cross the East River. As dawn
came, the British ships would surely see
them. But a fog descended upon Wash-
ington and his men and the revolution
continued. Those present all record in
their journals that the fog was not on the
Manbhattan side or the Long Island side,
just over them. Yes, God had a plan for
America. According to award-winning
author, Timothy Ballard, one of the
founding fathers, John Witherspoon, a
Presbyterian minister prophesied, ‘“We
will win this war because the Grand Art-
ist will utilize the elements.”

WHAT HOLDS BACK JUDGMENT

very good question is why hasn’t God
already judged us as we deserve? De-
pite our massive moral failures over

the decades, clearly God has not judged us ac-
cording to our sins. There are several reasons.

SUPPORT FOR ISRAEL FROM
THE DAY IT WAS BORN

Harry S .Truman could not sleep on May
13, 1948. He kept seeing the face of the man
who would be Israel’s first President, Chaim
Weisman. Weisman had begged for his sup-
port in a previous meeting. Truman shared
his feelings on the morning of the 14th with
his top aide, Clark Clifford. Clifford said,
“Mr. President, if you are going to recognize
the Jewish State, you must do it today.” The
president asked the Israeli consulate to send
a request for formal recognition. When Tru-
man sent the letter to the diplomats he didn’t
even know the name of the new state that

would be declared at 4pm that day. The letter
simply said “the Jewish state.”

At 9am (4pm in the Middle East) it was
announced in Tel Aviv that the new prime
minister David Ben Gurion proclaimed that
the Jewish state would be called the State
of Israel. The president’s envoy caught up

with the courier on the steps of the White
House and the words “Jewish state” were
scratched out and the word “State of Israel”
was handwritten in its place.

Meanwhile, the anti-Jewish State De-
partment was arguing another plan for the
area, when the U.S.’s U.N. ambassador was
given a note that Truman had recognized
Israel. He angrily got up and returned to his
hotel. The State Department led by Gen-
eral George Marshall was 100% against the
idea of a Jewish State and had made that
abundantly clear to Truman. It took great
courage, but Truman did what was right.

This support for Israel undoubtedly
brought the blessing of God on the United
States as Genesis 12:3 declares that God will
bless those that bless Abraham and his de-
scendants and curse those who curse them.

Before America, it was Great Britain’s
Foreign Secretary Lord Arthur James Balfour
who fought in England’s parliament cham-
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bers for a Jewish state and God blessed Great
Britain as the greatest power on earth. It was
said that the sun never set on the British Em-
pire, as she controlled lands from Africa to
Hong Kong, from India to the Caribbean.

Yet the minute she turned on Israel in
1922, taking 80% of the lands she promised
to Israel in the Balfour Declaration and in-
stead created the Muslim state of Jordan, the
sun began to set, and today Great Britain is
a shell of her former self. In fact, how ironic
is it—as Britain in 1922 chose oil over the
Jews and the Muslim world over Isracl—
that according to demographic experts, Brit-
ain is now in danger of being overrun with
Islamic migrants.

SUPPORT FOR WORLD MISSIONS

No nation supports world missions as
strongly as the United States. America gives
more to world missions than any other na-
tion and sends more missionaries out than
any other country. We are more involved in
the Great Commission than any other nation.

We sent Adoniram Judson in the early
1800’s to Burma (now Myanmar). It took him
four years to share the gospel with someone
and six years to gain one convert. He buried
more than one wife there and several children,
but when it was all said and done, there were
100 churches in Burma comprised of 8,000
born-again believers. In addition, he learned
their language and translated the Bible into
Burmese. Amazingly, Burma has the third
largest number of Baptists in the world. And
thus began a rich heritage of U.S. Missions to
unreached peoples.

YWAM, the largest missions-sending
agency in the world is from America. They
are in more than 1,000 locations in 149
countries with 16,000 staff or missionar-
ies. Yes, our efforts to world missions has
brought God’s blessing on our economy in
order to continue to be a blessing.

According to Christianity Today, the U.S.
supports some 127,000 missionaries over-
seas every year. Half of all funds going to
ministries in foreign countries come from
American Christians. (Although Americans
give $45 billion to missions each year, only
2% goes to foreign missions, and only a tiny
percent of that goes to the unreached people
groups, including Israel.)

While mainline churches in America are
fast losing ground, Evangelical Christians,
about 25% of Americans, according to polls,

some 127,000 missionaries
overseas every year.

are definitely increasing in numbers. The
fastest growing sector among Evangelicals
is Pentecostals. Born-again intercessors
in America, for the most part, come from
Evangelical churches.

It is they who know that the only hope for
America now is revival. And they know that
revival comes only through deep and wide
participation of Christians and Messianic
Jews praying throughout the Nation. So
the fate of America is in the hands of these
prayer warriors. Will they break through to
see revival save the nation?

WE HAVE OPENED OUR DOORS TO
THE OPPRESSED—TO REFUGEES

People have wrongly assumed that Ameri-
cans are anti-immigration. Not so. We have
a long history and an amazing success story
when it comes to taking in immigrants. We
have Americans who have immigrated from all
over the world - Chinese, Japanese, German,
Cambodian, and the list goes on. And yes, we
have many amazing Mexican Americans.

The issue is not immigration, but illegal
immigration. If there is no legal process of
immigration, there is anarchy. A country
can’t absorb immigrants and put them to
work without a plan and without the order
of law. And maybe the saddest part about
the influx of illegals is that it overshadows
America’s proud history of being a haven
for the persecuted.

It that we
used to emphasize education,
ingenuity, work, creativity
and risk-taking over free stuff.

Many famous retail stores were started by
Jewish immigrants from Europe. Gimbels,
Macy’s, Filene’s, I Magnin, Neiman-Mar-
cus, Bloomingdales, Bergdorf Goodman,
Rich’s of Atlanta, Kauffman’s of Pittsburgh,
Lazarus of Columbus and Levi Strauss were
all created by Jews who were immigrants or
from an immigrant backgournd.

They came here dirt poor and many start-
ed in their own homes making garments and
selling them on the street. The operations
grew and then factories and retail stores were
founded. Only in America! They were often
penniless and could not speak English when
they arrived, but they embraced the Ameri-
can Dream—which is not, we will give you
free stuff—but work hard, save, work harder
and you will be able to send your kids to col-
lege and buy a home.

The sons of those immigrants, and im-
migrants before them, became some of the
most successful people in America.

But people now reject the American
Dream and want the government to support
them. There is a reason America has the larg-
est economy in the world. It’s that we used to
emphasize education, ingenuity, work, cre-
ativity and risk-taking over free stuff. While
folks are complaining about the rich, we fail
to notice that by and large every American
has not only food on his table, but a smart-
phone and a flat screen TV. Just because the
rich are rich doesn’t necessarily mean you
are poor! And compared to the poverty
and chaos of the nations around our neigh-
borhood in Israel, America is still the place
where the masses would come, if they could.

CONCLUSION

So while judgment has been held back,
is there a limit? The question is, will we re-
member our calling as a world leader, pro-
tector and refuge for the persecuted, or will
we reject that calling in favor of mediocrity,
wickedness, socialism and protectionism?

It is time to repent.

It is time to rise up.

It is time to be who God called us to be.

“If my people, who are called by my
name, will humble themselves and pray and
seek my face and turn from their wicked
ways, then I will hear from heaven, and
I will forgive their sin and will heal their
land.”
